I recently updated from OS 10.4.9 to 10.4.10, available June 23 via the Apple download site, and thought it timely to detail
my approach for installing OS X Updates.

*First, download the Combo updater, not the Delta.

*Next, if at all possible, create a bootable backup with Carbon Copy Cloner or SuperDuper. At a minimum, create some
type of back up for your critical files such as email or financial records.

* Disconnect all external devices and leave only your keyboard and mouse connected to your Mac.
e Use the DiskUtility in your Utilities folder to Repair Permissions.
* Boot from your OS install DVD and and using Disk Utility, Repair Disk or, alternatively, use Disk Warrior.

* Reboot and install the new OS from the Combo Updater.

* Rerun Repair Permissions, from your DiskUtility in your Utility folder.

* Reconnect all your external devices.

Some may view my steps as overkill, but so far (knock on wood) I haven’t had a problem with updates.
