As I do occasionally, I r umi#
nate over goofups, problems or misconceptions I%ve encountered in the past. I think it%s timely # what with the re#
lease of OS 10.5 'Leopard( and the holidays perhaps prompting some of us to buy new or additional computers # to 
discuss a learning experience I had a few years back when I bought my last PowerMac.

I purchased it online from a well#known Apple#authorized dealer that had been around for many years and from 
whom I had successfully purchased previous computers and computer#related items. I decided to allow the dealer to 
install additional memory, aka RAM,) 'additional memor y is always a good idea if you can a"ord it!(. Aft er all, the 
RAM was free # except for the *35 installation charge and, it came with a Lifetime Warranty. Several months aft er I 
received my new Mac the dealer was acquired by another company who had also been around for many years. 

A while back ago my PowerMac started experiencing random crashes and freezes. I performed some diagnostic test#
ing # the details of which I can discuss discuss in a future column # I discovered that some RAM was defective. No 
problem! I had a Lifetime Warranty...or so I thought. When I c ontacted the +new,) dealer I wa s curtl y informed 
that the warranty was with the the RAM vendor through the original Mac Dealer. I then quickly found out that the 
RAM vendor was no longer in business either. I ended up buying new RAM f rom a RAM vendor with a good repu#
tation that has been in business for many years and continues to be in business. The bottom line: consider the lon#
gevity of a company, and company,) that o"ers a Lifetime Warranty on ANYTHING . When the company is gone 
so%s your Warranty. In this particular case my advice is to buy RAM from known reliable longtime RAM vendors # 
there are many to choose from. Nowadays RAM is very easy to install by yourself. If you%d prefer not to do it on your 
own you can have Apple install memory that 'usually( will work $awlessly, but I can guarantee that you%ll pay much, 
much more than buying your RAM elsewhere.  Caveat emptor!
