Ron Rutherford
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 Lets start with some simple email terms: 
SMTP,  POP,  IMAP

First thing to know is that if you use #ebmail 
"hotmail, yahoo, gmail, etc.,# you don't care about 
any of the above and you can stop reading now. $

Webmail is when you use a web browser "Safari or 
similar# to go to a web page that contains your email. 
The #ebmail supplier takes care of everything.

Good things about #ebmail:
! many providers,
! nearly always free.
! don't have to worry about backup, etc
! able to receive your mail from public comput!

ers, away on trips, etc

Bad things about #ebmail:
! email stays on the server, you don't really get 

to keep it, if server or provider goes away, you 
may be out of luck

! the web page that you look at to get your mail 
may also provide advertising, etc., or track your 
site viewing

! you are restricted to whatever tools the web!
mail supplier provides

! your address book or a copy of it needs to be 
on the webmail server to e%ectively use it

Now, assuming you are still reading, you must want 
to know about email programs like Apple Mail, 
Thunderbird, or Eudora, in which case you may 
need to know about SMTP, POP, and IMAP.

SMTP is the simplest of these. Its the computer 
protocol  used to send email from your machine to 
your server and also from server to server inside the 
network. Its a process and goes something like this: 
Sender opens connection to the receiver, agrees on 
protocol version etc, identiÞes email sender, email 
receiver, and passes the data, line by line. When all 
the messages are sent the sender says bye and breaks 
the connection.  When the exchange is over you 
only know the message has gotten as far as the Þrst 
server, so when Apple Mail makes that sound of a 
plane taking o%, it does in fact mean the mail has 
taken o%, not that it has made it to the far end of 
the cyberworld...your recipient.

POP and IMAP are di%erent from most internet 
protocols in that they are both designed for use by 
clients that are not connected all the time. SMTP 
assumes sender and receiver are there 24/7.

POP stands for Post O$ce Protocol. $
Using POP, the client "you# log in "i.d. and password# 
and asks for a list of messages and sizes. Each mes!
sage is requested, transferred, and generally marked 
for deletion. At the end of the whole process, the 
client ends the session and the server deletes the 
messages. There are lots of options to improve the 
security of id/password, and deleting the messages 
from the server is at the option of the client. New 
messages are generally on the server or moved to 
your machine and removed from the server.  This 
works great if you always check your mail from a 
single machine.  "Part 2, next month#
